Rachelle Reichert is a visual artist and art educator based in the San Francisco Bay Area, 

California (Chochenyo Ohlone territory). Rachelle works in a variety of media to explore 

landscapes permanently altered by climate change and industrialization. She is interested in 

earth observation satellite imagery- how nature is composed in images and then circulated to a 

public, algorithmic visions, and natural systems to view how nature is manipulated by human 

behavior. Her research focuses on sites of specific extracted materials: salt, clay, lithium. 

Research findings are interpreted through drawings, photographs, and mixed-media artworks 

that focus on materials found at the site. Artworks embody multi-scale complexities of observing 

the natural world, both human and machine, and the emotional connections between the two.
